ProjectTitle: AgriLeader Internship Program 
Issue:  
The AgriLeader Internship Program is designed to enrich the learning experience of the Pennsylvania State University College of Agricultural Sciences’ undergraduate students by immersing them in a state agency/government setting.  This semester-long internship will enable the student to gain experience related to agriculture, food, or natural resources in a related state-level agency, while bridging the gap between college life and a professional future.
What has been done:  

We have reached out to agencies and organizations to advertise the program.  The Penn State Harrisburg campus is willing to enroll our students in a public policy course.  This course along with other credits/courses offered by our college will allow students to maintain full-time status and make academic progress while on a 25-30 hour/week paid internship.  We now need agency/ organization buy in and then we will be able to advertise to our students.  We have developed a call for student applicants and have shared the program with academic units in the college.  
Impacts/New Partnerships:
We have several agencies and organizations interested in hosting an intern.  Given the program is slated for spring 2015; we are still seeking agency/organization sponsors.

The pilot semester for the program will be Spring 2015.
